ERICA SLAUGHTER – ACCOUNTING

· June 2021 will be our last paper report for PY19.
· June 2021 PY19 reports are due 7/30/21 with no extensions.

· June 2021 final draw by 8/31/21.  We will also send back the June report to update the final draw.  It will be pass protected.

· Review of FY20 WFNJ found under and over draws.  You will be receiving a letter if needing to return funds.  If underdrawn, NJDOL no longer has access to those funds and will receive notice to revive report to remove those expenses.

· FY19 rescissions should be released soon.  Will be released as a full year instead of half year.

· PY20 & PY21 reports are all on SAGE.

· Reports are due on the 15th of every month.

· Recommended to keep track of drawdowns especially in WFNJ.

· SAGE will automatically send a recapture notice.

· Last payment voucher in SAGE for WFNJ and WLL will only be available till 12/26/21.

· Bill Sarboukh commented on local area contracts are ready in SAGE but he is waiting on language from program areas that he never received, so he is holding off on rescissions for CRF.
· County’s that received CRF and need to return funds, please send an email.

THERESA VALLEY – INTERNAL AUDIT
· Local areas will need to upload the backup for their drawdowns.

· Space allowances would be the only barrier to using our own forms.
